Recordings

1-Talk about yourself : introduce yourself (name, age, nationality, physical description: length of hair,  hair and eye colour, figure..., type of clothes, qualities and defects, sports practised or liked...  
2-Talk about what struck you most when you first arrived in France/in Saint Gaudens.

3-Talk about the last book you read or the last film you saw. Sum the story briefly then give your opinion. It can be contrasted.

4-Present the school system in your country...timetables, dress codes, subjects and teenagers’ habits and way of life, similarities/differences between schools (private/public...) 





 
5-Talk about the job you intend/would like to do.

6- Have you ever been victim of/witnessed discrimination in your country. Give an anecdote

7- Talk about Christmas. What is it like in your family?

8-Junk food in Great Britain: Stereotypes? Have things changed over the years?
9-Shopping habits in Britain? What about you?
10-What do you think of the Royal Family? its importance or not for people, for the country? Is it, for you, something ‘old fashioned’ or do you think they have their place in today’s world?

11- Have you ever thought of taking a gap year? If you have already taken one, talk about what it was like and the benefits. If you consider taking one: talk about what you expect it to be like + benefits. If, none of the above, can you talk about a friend of yours who has?
Generally speaking I’d like the recordings to be 1 or 2 mn long. Don’t worry if you hesitate, make some pauses, correct yourself during the recording, that’s also what will make it sound real so please don’t stop the recorder if you hesitate! I don’t want a ‘perfect’ recording. If the length is not the one mentioned, don’t worry either, that was just to give you an idea.

Just make sure that you stop the recording between each task so that I can use them separately later on.
